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Lutherans Work to Build
Shelters in Anticipation of

Haiti's Rainy Season

CHICAGO (ELCA) -- With the rainy season ex-
pected to begin at the end of March, it is critical
that the people of Haiti have some shelter to help
preserve health, sanitation and dignity. To help
"beat the clock," Lutherans are working quickly to
set up shelters for Haitians displaced from their
homes since the Jan. 12 earthquake.

"The rains will also pose a threat to infrastruc-
ture," reported LWR. "On the road between Port-
au-Prince and Jacmel, there are large piles of dirt
that have been pushed aside by bulldozers. After
the first heavy rain these areas will become a
mess and possibly make the road impassable
again."

LWR is a ministry of the Evangelical Lutheran
Church in America (ELCA) and the Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod.

Providing shelter is also a top priority for the
Lutheran World Federation (LWF) Department
for World Service (DWS) in Haiti. According to
Rudelmar Bueno de Faria, DWS program coordi-
nator, the LWF plans to provide shelters for
15,000 families in four rural communities, 35
kilometers west of Port-au-Prince.

Faria said the need to adhere to strict United
Nations regulations for the new temporary accom-
modations require that there be an 18.5 square
meter space per family, a corrugated iron roof,
and wood, bamboo or steel frames well covered
with plastic sheeting.

"The fear of staying in a house or building for
fear it will collapse; traversing around piles of
rubble; the embarrassment of conducting private
acts in public, these are now all accepted parts of
daily life" in Haiti, said Chris Herlinger, commu-
nication officer for Church World Service (CWS),
in a Feb. 15 report. Herlinger was on assignment
in Haiti this month.

More than 31,000 hygiene kits, some 4,500
baby care kits and about 4,000 blankets have been
distributed in Haiti since the earthquake, reported
CWS -- a partner of the ELCA. Lutherans are also
working to provide psychosocial serves and other
support.

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The Annunciation of Our Lord Jesus Christ to
the Blessed Virgin Mary
25 March NT

In the first chapter
of Luke we read how the
angel Gabriel announced
to Mary that she had been
chosen to be the mother
of the Christ, and how
Mary answered, "Here |
am, the handmaid of the
Lord. Let it be to me as
you have said." It is rea-
sonable to suppose that Our Lord was conceived
immediately after this. Accordingly, since we
celebrate His birth on 25 December, we celebrate
the Annunciation nine months earlier, on 25
March.

For many centuries most European coun-
tries took 25 March, not 1 January, as the day
when the number of the year changed, so that 24
March 1201 was followed by 25 March 1202. If
you had asked a Christian of that time why the
calendar year changed so awkwardly partway
through a month, he would have answered:
"Today we begin a new year of the Christian era,
the era which began X years ago today when God
was made man, when He took upon Himself a
fleshly body and human nature in the womb of
the Virgin."

The following quotation is from Martin
Luther's sermon "On the Magnificat" (the Song of
Mary, Luke 1:46-55).

"For He that is mighty hath done great things for
me, and Holy is His Name." (Luke 1:49)

The "great things™ are nothing less than
that she became the Mother of God, in which
work so many and such great good things are be-
stowed upon her as pass man's understanding.
For on this there follows all honor, all blessed-
ness, and her unique place in the whole of man-
kind, among whom she has no equal, namely, that
she had a child by the Father in Heaven, and
such a child.

She herself is unable to find a name for
this work, it is too exceedingly great; all she can
do is break out in the fervent cry: "They are great
things," impossible to describe or define. Hence

men have crowded all her glory into a single word,
calling her the Mother of God.

No one can say anything greater of her or
to her, though he had as many tongues as there are
leaves on the trees, or grass in the fields, or stars in
the sky, or sand by the sea. It needs to be pondered
in the heart, what it means to be the Mother of God.

Joseph, Guardian of Our Lord
19 March NT

All that we know of Joseph we learn from
the first two chapters of Matthew and of Luke. Oth-
erwise he is mentioned only in passing in Luke
3:23; John 1:45; John 6:42 as the supposed father
of Jesus. (Mark does not mention him at all.)
In the face of circumstances where a man of lesser
character might have reacted very differently, Jo-
seph graciously assumed the role of Jesus' father.
He is well remembered in Christian tradition for the
love he showed to the boy Jesus, and for his tender
affection and care for Mary, during the twelve
years and more that he was their protector.
Joseph was a pious Jew, a descendant of David, and
a carpenter by trade. It has been suggested that he
may have been a mason or a metalworker, or a
building contractor. Because of the silence of the
Gospels, and because Jesus entrusted Mary to the
care of John, it is generally believed that Joseph
died a natural death after the visit to Jerusalem
when Jesus was twelve (Luke 2:41-51), but before
the Baptism of Jesus when He was thirty. Joseph's
influence during those early years must have been
tremendous. When Jesus spoke of God as being
like a loving Father, He was using a word that he
had first learned as a child to apply to Joseph. Jo-
seph stands as a testimony
to the value of simple eve-
ryday human things, and
especially that human
thing called "fatherhood."
