WHAT IS REFORMATION DAY? -

It commemorates Dr. Martin Luther's posting of his
Ninetyfive Thesesn the door of the Castle Church
in Wittenberg, Germany on October 31, 1517. This
act triggered the movement in world history known
as the Reformation

WHAT WAS THE REFORMATION?

While it had profound and lasting impacts on the
political, lsconomichsecial cliterary, anchartistic We
aspects of modern society, the Reformation was at
its heart a religious movement. The Reformation
was the great rediscovery of the doctrine of
justification, that is, the good news of salvation by
grace through faith for Christ's sake.

WHAT WAS MARTI N
REFORMATION?

In 1517, Luther was drawn into a controversy
over the sale of indulgences. Indulgences were
certificates sold by the Roman Catholic Church that
promised people release from works of penance for
absolved sins, both in life and in purgatory. It was
the sale of a particular indulgence that spurred
Luther to action. Pope Leo X had authorized the
sale of special jubilee indulgences in the cities and
principalities of Germany. Half of the money raised
was to help finance the building of Saint Peter's
CrthedraRiRome; the gther haif wds fo gotea k e
Albrecht, the new archbishop of Mainz (who needed
the cash to pay off a loan he had taken to buy his
archbishopric). These indulgencesguaranteed that all
sin and eternal and temporal punishment would be
forgiven to those who purchased them. When some
members of his parish purchased indulgences and
brought them to Luther for his assessment of their
validity, he felt compelled act.

Luther drafted a series of ninety-five
statements in Latin discussing indulgences, good
works, repentance, and other topics, and invited
interested scholars to debate with him. According to

Luther nailed his Ninety-five Thesesn the
door of the Castle Church on October 31,
1517. This was not an act of defiance or
provocation. Since the Castle Church faced
Wittenberg's main thoroughfare, the church
door functioned as a public bulletin board and
was therefore the logical place for posting
important notices. .

Luther intended the Ninety-five Theses
to initiate an academic discussion, not serve as
the agenda for a major reform of the Catholic
Church. However, events soon overtook
him. Within weeks, the Thesesvere
translated into German, reproduced using the
new moveable-type printing press, and
circulated throughout Germany. It wasn't long
before they were the talk of Europe. The
publication of the Ninetyfive Thesebrought
Luther to international attention and into direct
conflict with the Roman Catholic hierarchy
and the Holy Roman Emperor. A little over
three years later, he was excommunicated by
the pope and declared a heretic and
outlaw. This was the beginning of the
Reformation, the culmination of which was
the writing of the Augsburg Confession of
1530, the first official Lutheran statement of
faith.

WHY IS REFORMATION DAY SUCH AN
IMPORTANT CHRISTIAN FESTIVAL?
On Reformation Day, we glorify God for what
he accomplished in 16th century Germany
through His servant, Dr. Martin Luther -- the
recovery of the gospel of salvation by grace
through faith for Christ's sake. We also
earnestly pray that God would keep all of us
faithful to the true gospel and help us to
joyfully declare it to the world. This lovely
hymn verse encapsulates the theme of our
Reformation celebration:
By grace God's Son, our only Savior,
Came down to earth to bear our sin.
Was it because of your own merit
That Jesus died your soul to win?
No, it was grace, and grace alone,

That brought Him from His heav'nly throne.

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Luke the Evangelist
18 October

Almost all that we know about Luke comes from the
New Testament. He was a physician, a companion of Paul on
some of his missionary journeys . Material found in his
Gospel and not elsewhere includes much of the account of
Our Lord's birth and infancy and boyhood, some of the most
moving parables, such as that of the Good Samaritan and that
of the Prodigal Son, and three of the sayings of Christ on the
Cross: "Father, forgive them,” "Thou shalt be with me in
Paradise," and "Father, into thy hands | commend my spirit."

In Luke's account of the Gospel, we find an emphasis
on the human love of Christ, on His compassion for sinners
and for suffering and unhappy persons, for outcasts such as
the Samaritans, tax collectors, lepers, shepherds, and for the
poor. The role of women in Christ's ministry is more
emphasized in Luke than in the other Gospel writings.

In the book of Acts, we find the early Christian
community poised from the start to carry out its commission,
confident and aware of Divine guidance. We see how the
early Christians at first preached only to Jews, then to
Samaritans, then to outright Gentiles like Cornelius, and
finally explicitly recognized that Gentiles and Jews are called
on equal terms to the service and fellowship of Christ.

Luke is commonly thought to be the only non-Jewish
New Testament writer. His writings place the life of Christ
and the development of the early Church in the larger context
of the Roman Empire and society. On the other hand, his
writings are focused on Jerusalem and on the Temple. His
Gospel begins and ends in the Temple, and chapters nine
through nineteen portray Jesus as journeying from Galilee to
Jerusalem. Similarly, the Book of Acts describes the Church
in Jerusalem and then describes the missionary journeys of

Paul as excursions from and returns to Jerusalem.
