Isaiah 64:8. So began todayôs offering in 

ñGrace for the Moment,ò a daily devo-

tional penned by Max Lucado. It struck 

a special chord within me, reminding 

me, and us as Gloria Dei, of the great 

plans God has for us,  individually and 

collectively! That is a great prompt as 

we prepare for our congregational Bible 

studies and conversations during Lent to 

ñDiscover Godôs Call to Us.ò 

 As I promised you last month, 

here are some specifics for our process 

to Discover Godôs Call for Gloria Dei. 

First, each member will receive a packet 

ï in person or by mail ï on Sunday, Feb. 

3. The packet has lots of information, 

including suggestions for personal 

prayer throughout our time of reflection, 

a brief outline of the Bible studies, and 

previews on the remaining steps. 

Second, you are asked to begin 

the process in prayer ï the one thing 

each of us must do for Godôs voice, 

Godôs call, to be heard. You may follow 

the suggestions from the packet, or 

strike out on your own. Either way, 

please pray daily ï for at least 5 minutes 

ï throughout Lent, to sense Godôs call 

for our church. 

 And then, please take part in ei-

ther of the two ñduplicate,ò weekly Bi-

ble studies. These study and discussion 

groups are set for Sunday after fellow-

ship, 12 ï 12:30pm; and Wednesday 

evening between supper and wor-

ship, 6:20 ï 6:50pm. You are asked 

to attend either one each week. We 

will cover three lessons over the five 

weeks, as foundation and prepara-

tion for the last two steps to take 

place after Easter. 

 Some of you may wonder, 

ñWhy are we doing this? What good 

will come from my investment of 

time and energy?ò I believe there are 

several great answers, all of which 

direct us toward a better understand-

ing of who we are as children of 

God, and how we are to faithfully 

sense and then follow Godôs direc-

tion and purpose for Gloria Dei as 

part of the body of Christ. 

 Yes, this requires your com-

mitment. And I pray that each of 

you become an active, excited par-

ticipant in this discovery process. 

 May the living presence of 

our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ in 

your life give you His abundance of 

love and peace. We have many ways 

to CELEBRATE the grace of our 

Lord Jesus Christ, to BUILD a nur-

turing community of faith and ser-

vice, and to WITNESS that faith in 

our daily life. Letôs join hands and 

do it! 

May we be faithful disciples 

of our crucified and risen Lord and 

Savior, Jesus Christ. And may we 

prepare our heart, mind, body and 

soul for the coming of our Savior!
